	Training course aims to improve their knowledge of the Georgian language in the European Framework of Reference A1 level in order to satisfy a vocabulary of basic communicative needs.

	Assessment system and criteria
	Assessment system of  the Tbilisi Humanitarian Teaching University'sis divided into the following components:
The total marks of the mid term Out of the overall assessment (100 points ) is 60 points, which includes three kinds of grades:
Student’s activity during a semester -30 points, 
One-midterm exam -30 points,, 
final exam-40 points.
Theminimum competence requirement for mid termevaluation components is at least 21 points in total.
The minimum competence requirement of the final evaluation is 50% of the total mark from final evaluation that means 20 points out of 40.
Evaluation System includes:
 I. Five Forms of Positive Assessment:     
     (A) Excellent – 91% and more from maximum evaluation 
     (B) Very good – 81-90% from maximum evaluation
     (C) Good –  71-80% from maximum evaluation
     (D) Satisfactory – 61-70% from maximum evaluation
     (E) Sufficient –  51-60% from maximum evaluation
     II.   Two Forms of Negative Assessment: 
(A)(FX) Fail (Not passed ) - 41-50 from maximum evaluation score, which means that the student will need to work more and to retake the test after additional independent work;
(B) (F) Fail – A student gets 40 points, or  less from maximum evaluation, which means that the work done by him/her is not sufficient and s/he has to retake the course from  the beginning.  
1. One of the negative assessments:  in case of not passing, the University fixes additional exam at least in 5 days, after the announcement of final examination results, which must be published in the examination table.
2. The grades, which student gets after additional test is a student's final grades, in which is not considered the negative points of the major examination.
If a student receives from 0 to 50 points after additional test, in the final exam sheet is formed (F) -0 for the student.

	Assessment system/activities, methods
and criteria
	A student’s final grade is obtained as a result of summing the midterm evaluation earned per semester and final exam evaluation results.
· Activity  - 30 points  (Class Participation, presentation, quiz)
· Mid term-  30 points
· Ffinal exam-40 points.

Student’s practical activity - a total of 30 points. Each week students' practical activity will be evaluated for a maximum of 2 points (homework, text learning, working in groups, etc.). Accordingly, the maximum point total will be: 15X2 = 30 points. The evaluation criteria are as follows:
2  points:  student is well-prepared, provided the syllabus material fluently, has done the homework, asked questions and answers, complete, correct and justified, does not let grammar, vocabulary and spelling mistakes;
1 Points:  student is prepared, under the command of the syllabus material, has homework, but it has a few mistakes, answers questions and makes some grammar, vocabulary and spelling mistakes.
 0 points: Student is not ready. Holds only some fragments of the material provided in the syllabus. The answers to questions are not inherently wrong or right answer to this question, in many cases allows the grammar, vocabulary and spelling mistakes;
Quiz - maximum of 10 points. Held 2 times per semester, hands-on classes (the working group's work at the time) students are given an assignment, to a maximum of 5 points for each completed, quiz is evaluated according to the following criteria.
5 Scores - works perfectly responds to the task, no grammar, vocabulary and spelling errors; The work is rich in medical terminology, the idea is conveyed smoothly and logically.
4 points - the work is well done, detailed answers to the task, however, allowed for grammar, vocabulary and spelling error 1-3; A medical terminology, meaning is conveyed smoothly and logically;
 3 points - the work of average level, it makes sense to understand, however, allowed for conveying the grammar, vocabulary and spelling error of 4-6, using medical terminology; 
2 points - the writing is weak, the proposals are structurally defective, allowed grammar, vocabulary and spelling error 7-10; Scarce medical terminology. 
1 point - written a few sentences, simple vocabulary and inconsistent, manifested in grammar, vocabulary and spelling skills weak, do not use medical terminology, mistakes in every sentence; 
0 points - the order has not been fulfilled so far not responded to or spelling homework.

Midterm exams (written) - 30 points. In the 8th week of each semester is mid-term exam in written form. Mid-term exams limit 2 hours. Mid-term exam will consist of 5 tickets. One ticket includes 20 closed and 2 open assignment test (translation and other) Closed test evaluated by 1 point, to a maximum of 5 points open assignment.  In total, 20 X 1 + 2X5 = 30 points.
Rubric: 
5 points - works perfectly responds to the task, no grammar, vocabulary and spelling errors; The work is rich in medical terminology, the idea is conveyed smoothly and logically; 
4 points - the work is well done, detailed answers to the task, however, allowed for grammar, vocabulary and spelling error 1-3; A medical terminology, meaning is conveyed smoothly and logically; 
3 points - the work of average level, it makes sense to understand, however, allowed for conveying the grammar, vocabulary and spelling error of 4-6, using medical terminology; 
2 points - the writing is weak, the proposals are structurally defective, allowed grammar, vocabulary and spelling error 7-10; Scarce medical terminology.
1 1 point - written a few sentences, simple vocabulary and inconsistent, manifested in grammar, vocabulary and spelling skills weak, do not use medical terminology, mistakes in every sentence; 
0 points - the order has not been fulfilled so far not responded to or spelling homework. 
     The test consists of 10 closed questions. In each of the four answers, of which only one is correct.  Student should cycle the correct answer.  Each correctly selected test - measured by 1 point! 
• For each incorrectly marked / empty test - 0 points

Final Exam - maximum of 40 points. The final exam will be writing / oral form. Final exam limit 2 hours. There are 10 tickets. One ticket includes 20 tests and 2 theoretical issues (closed or open orders). Each test is evaluated in closed 1 point for each of the theoretical maximum of 5 points, with oral instruction - 5 points.  Overall 20X1 + 2X5 + 2X5 = 40 points. 
Objective evaluation criteria are: 
5 Scores – work  perfectly responds to the task, not the grammar, vocabulary and spelling errors; The work is rich in medical terminology, the idea is conveyed smoothly and logically; 
4 points - the work is well done, detailed answers to the task, however, allowed for grammar, vocabulary and spelling errors 1-3; A medical terminology, meaning is conveyed smoothly and logically; 
3 points - the work of average level, it makes sense to understand, however, allowed for conveying the grammar, vocabulary and spelling errors of 4-6, using medical terminology.
2  points - the writing is weak, the proposals are structurally defective, allowed grammar, vocabulary and spelling error 7-10; Scarce medical terminology.
1 point - written a few sentences,  vocabulary is simple  and inconsistent, grammar, vocabulary and spelling skills  are weak, do not use medical terminology, mistakes in every sentence; 
0 points - the order has not been fulfilled so far not responded to or spelling homework.

The test consists of 20 closed questions. In each of the four answers, of which only one is correct.   Student circles the correct answer. 

Rubric: 
5 points - student demonstrates a level of perfection, not allowing grammatical and lexical errors; conveys the sense properly and logically; Speaking effectively using medical terminology. 
4 points - student demonstrates a level of compliance. While allowing a minor grammatical and lexical errors; Properly reflects the opinions,logically speaks using medical terminology.
3 points - student makes speech, the idea is clear, however, makes less failures as conveying the grammar and vocabulary; Speaking barely uses medical terminology. 
2 points - student has difficulty talking, suggestions structurally defective, allowed gross errors of grammar and vocabulary;   almost not use medical terminology.
1 point - The student has troubles in speaking, or inconsistent with simple vocabulary, exposed a weak knowledge of grammar, vocabulary is limited, mistakes  in every sentence; do not use medical terminology. 
0 points - the student can hardly speak, can’t convey the idea. 

• Each correctly selected test - measured by 1 point! 
Each incorrectly marked / empty test - 0 points.
