	Goal of educational course
	The goal of the course is to teach the studentsthe clinical aspects of 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Periodontal diseases, teach clinical and Para clinical examination methods, making diagnoses and dif. diagnoses, make treatment plan and teach first phase of periodontal treatment, scaling, and root planning, anti infection therapy.

	System of students’ assessment
	The assessment system at the Tbilisi   Humanitarian Teaching University is divided into the following components:
Out of the total score (100 points) the intermediate assessment makes totally 60 points that are distributed as follows:
A student’s activity during the educational semester -30 points;
Intermediate exam - 30 points;
and the final exam - 40 points.
The limit of minimum competence in the component of intermediate assessments totals at least 18 points.
The limit of minimum competence of the final assessment is 50% of the total sum of the final assessment, i.e.20 points out of 40 points.

The assessment system allows:
A) Five types of positive assessment:
a.a) (A) Excellent - 91-100 points of the assessment;
a.b) (B) Very good - 81-90 points from maximum marks;
a.c) (C) Good - 71-80 points from maximum marks;
a.d) (D) Satisfactory - 61-70 points from maximum marks;
a.e) (E) Sufficient - 51-60 points from maximum marks.
B) Two types of negative assessment:
b.a) (FX) Did not pass - 41-50 points from maximum marks, which means that a student needs harder work to pass and is granted one additional attempt with independent work;
b.b) (F) Fail- 40 points and less from maximum marks, which means the performance a student is not sufficient and he/she has to learn the subject from the beginning.

1. In case of one of the negative assessments: (FX) Did not pass, the Teaching University shall appoint an additional exam within at least 5 days after the final exam results are announced and reflected in the exam table.
2. The assessmentreceivedat the additional exam is the student's final assessment, which does not reflect the negative points received at the basicfinal exam.
If the student receives atthe additional exam from 0 to 50 points, (F) -0 score will be recorded in the student’s final examination record list.

	Assessment forms/methods/
criteria/activities
	Activity - 30 scoring points.

Verbal presentation of theoretical material - 24 scoring points.
Is assessed 12 times during the current verbal exam during the supervision, each is assessed with a maximum of 2 scoring points.  
Assessment criteria:

2 scoring points: The student demonstrates complete, convincing and detailed knowledge of the material, freely uses specific terminology, discusses logically, actively uses information from the past material, is interactive

1 scoring point: The student demonstrates imperfect, unconvincing knowledge of the material, has difficulty in reasoning logically.

0 scoring point: The student has not used the material, is passive, the material is not reviewed.


Situational task review - 4 scoring points, once during the supervision

The criteria for participating in reviewing situational tasks are:
4 scoring points - the student understands the situation well, demonstrates the theoretical knowledge he / she uses in making decisions;
4 scoring points - the student understands the situation well, demonstrates the theoretical knowledge he / she is not able to make independent decisions;
2 scoring points - the student understands the situation , demonstrates the general theoretical knowledge he / she is not able to make correct decisions;
1 scoring point - the student understands the situation, but due to lack of theoretical knowledge makes intuitive decisions
0 scoring point - the student does not understand the situation at all or does not participate at all.

Discussion/debates - 2 scoring points, once during the supervision

Assessment criteria: 
2 scoring point: A student is well prepared, he/she is able to express his/her own opinion around the discussion topic, to organize and hold debates, identification of opposition and logical  mistakes in the reasoning of participants, assessment of discussion products.
1 scoring point: A student is not prepared well, he/she is able to express his/her own opinion around the discussion topic, to organize and hold debates, identification of opposition and logical  mistakes in the reasoning of participants, assessment of discussion products. 
0 scoring point: A student is prepared, but he/she does not take part in the discussion.

Preliminary quiz is combined: - 30 scoring points

It is performed in the form of testing - maximum scoring points 15, there are 15 test tasks, each correct answer is praised by 1 scoring point, and the incorrect answer - 0 scoring point.
c) verbal exam - 15 scoring points - each ticket containing closed questions will be given 3 closed questions / topics, each closed question / topic is evaluated with 0-5 scoring points.
Criteria for evaluating a 5-scoring point verbal exam:

5 scoring points The answer is complete; the issue is conveyed accurately and exhaustively; The terminology is kept. The student has a thorough knowledge of the past material provided by the program, has a good mastery of both basic and supplementary literature, demonstrates a good ability to analyse and generalize.
4 scoring points: The answer is complete but shortened; Terminologically correct; The issue is exhaustively conveyed; There is no substantial error; The student is well versed in the past material provided by the program; Has the mastery of the basic literature, demonstrates the ability to analyse and generalize. 

3 scoring points: The answer is incomplete; The issue is satisfactorily conveyed; The terminology is imperfect; The student possesses the material provided by the program, but with a few errors noted, weak analysis of the issue presented by him/her.

2 scoring points: The answer is incomplete; The terminology is erroneous and inaccurate; Relevant material on the issue is presented partially; The student has insufficiently mastered the basic literature; Several substantive errors are noted. Due to insufficient theoretical training, the student finds it difficult to analyse the material in practice and draw valid conclusions.
1 scoring point: The answer is not perfect; The terminology is not used, or is not relevant; The answer is fundamentally wrong. Only separate fragments of the relevant material are presented. The student is unable to analyse practical material. 

0 scoring point: The answer to the question is not relevant or not given at all.


Final exam combined- 40 scoring points

It is conducted in the written (test) form Maximum. 25 - scoring points
The test consists of 25 closed-end questions. For each question there are four answers given, and among them only one answer is correct. 
The correct answer shall be circled around. 
Each correctly circled test shall be assessed by 1 scoring point, 
Each incorrectly circled /marked/non-filled test shall be assessed by 0 scoring point.
Verbal - 15 scoring points - each ticket containing closed questions will be given 3 closed questions / topics, each closed question / topic is evaluated with 0-5 scoring points.

Criteria for evaluating a 5-scoring point verbal exam:
5 scoring points The answer is complete; the issue is conveyed accurately and exhaustively; The terminology is kept.
