	Objectives of the training course
	The aim of the training practice in the Therapeutic Stomatology is to acquire the theoretical knowledge and the skills by a student that reflect the professional activity of the doctor.
The tasks of the practice are to:
- Get acquainted with the structure of a specific healthcare institution and the organization of the work of the medical staff;
- Form the foundations for the social-personal competence through the acquisition of skills in dealing with medical staff and patients by the student.
- Form the foundations of professional competence through the acquisition of practical skills acquired during the study of the disciplines of the Therapeutic Stomatology.

	Prerequisites for studying the training course
	Previous training courses in Therapeutic Stomatology

	Training course format
	The practice format is educational and is conducted at the University-based Dental Clinic. The student keeps a training/production practice diary and prepares the practice report. The process of implementing the training / production practice includes the following stages: preparatory meeting, informing the student by the Head of practice; introduction of the place of practice by the mentor; Involvement into the work process and producing of daily records; Student’s supervision by the mentor.

	Evaluation
	The evaluation system of Tbilisi Humanitarian University is divided into the following components:
Out of the total evaluation score (100 points), the intermediate evaluation makes a total of 60 points, which are distributed as follows:
Student’s activity during the academic term -30 points;
Intermediate pass - 30 points;
and the final exam - 40 points.
The minimum competency threshold in the intermediate evaluation component totals at least 11 points.
The minimum competency threshold in the final evaluation is 50% of the total sum of the final evaluation, i.e. 20 points out of 40 points.

The evaluation system allows:

A) Five types of positive evaluation:

A.a) (A) Excellent - 91-100 points of evaluation;
A.b) (B) Very good - 81-90 points of maximum grade;
A.c) (C) Good - 71-80 points of maximum evaluation;
A.d) (D) Satisfactory - 61-70 points of maximum evaluation;
A.e) (E) Sufficient - 51-60 points of maximum evaluation.

B) Two types of negative evaluation:

Ba) (FX) Did not pass - 41-50 points of maximum grade, which means that the student needs more work to pass and is allowed to take the additional exam once with the independent work;

Bb) (F) Failed - a maximum score of 40 or less, which means that the work done by the student is not enough and he / she has to study the subject again.

1. In case of one of the negative evaluations: (FX) Did not pass, the University appoints an additional exam in at least 5 days after the announcement of the final exam results and is reflected in the examination table.
2. The grade obtained on the additional exam is the final evaluation  of the student, which does not include the negative point obtained on the main final exam.
If the student received 0 to 50 points in the additional exam, a grade of (F) -0 points will be recorded in the final exam paper.

Practice evaluation is carried out in two stages: in the form of intermediate and final evaluation. The intermediate evaluation of the practice, where the student must earn a maximum of 60 points, includes:
1. Brain storm - 4 points, conducted by the practice teacher, evaluation is done twice. Each is evaluated by 2 points, maximum 4 points. Evaluation criteria are the following:
2-points - the student demonstrates a thorough persuasive knowledge of the material. Uses specific terminology freely. Discusses, is logically interactive.
1 point-student demonstrates weak schematic knowledge. Conveys the material inconsistently and has little mastery of terminology. Has difficulty to analyze. 
0 -point The student cannot remember the material. He/she is passive.
2. Demonstration of practical skills - 8 points, which is evaluated by the practice teacher. The evaluation is done 4 times; each is evaluated by 2 points. Maximum 8 points.
Evaluation criteria are the following:
2 points: The student demonstrates knowledge of theoretical material, which is reflected in practical work, accurately and consistently examines the patient, established the diagnoses and administers the treatment with the help of the teacher, has a good mastery of the necessary tools and materials. Follows the ethical standards in the working process and establishes perfect communication with the patient and colleagues.
1 point:
The student cannot demonstrate a good knowledge of theoretical material, which is reflected in his/her practical work. Has difficulties in conducting the sequence of the patient’s examination and establish the diagnosis. Therefore, cannot provide a complete treatment. Knows the necessary materials and tools, but cannot use them in the working process properly, follows the ethical standards and establishes perfect communication with the patient and colleagues.
0-point- The student does not have the proper theoretical knowledge, due to which he/she cannot perform practical work, he/she is passive.
Discussion - 4 points. Performed twice under the guidance of a teacher, each evaluated by 2 points. Maximum - 4 points.
Evaluation criteria;
2 points - The student is well versed in the discussion material, gives correct and convincing answers to questions. Thinks well, expresses the ability to discuss with the group.
1-point The student has a superficial knowledge of the material, has difficulty in answering questions. Cannot conduct a good discussion with the group.
0-point The student does not know the theoretical material, and for this reason cannot participate in the discussion
Presentation - 3 points  Performed once
Evaluation criteria are the following;
3 points - the presentation is prepared in POWER POINT (with references to the used sources, internet resources (web pages are indicated) The speaker is well prepared, has a good knowledge of the material, demonstrates complete ability to present and discuss it with the audience. The answers to the questions asked are complete, correct and substantiated.
2 points - the student is prepared on average, knows only a part of the topic. Has difficulties in presenting the prepared material to the audience. The answers to the questions are not substantiated.
1-point  The material, prepared by the student is incomplete, cannot lead the discussion
0-point The student is unprepared. Passive.

5. Participation in solving the situational task - 3 points, Performed once during the training practice. The student is given 1 practical task, the criteria for evaluating the practical task are the following:
3 points - knows all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, fully complies the sequence of the procedure provided by the protocol, completes all elements of the procedure without mistakes and in a timely manner.
2 points - Partially knows all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, incompletely follows the sequence provided by the protocol of the procedure, performs all elements of the procedure in a timely manner, but with non-fundamental mistakes.
1 point - Does not know all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, incompletely follows the sequence provided by the protocol of the procedure, performs all the elements of the procedure in a timely manner, but with fundamental mistakes.
6. Role play - 2 points. It is performed once during the practice.
Evaluation criteria are the following:
2- points  The student has the ability to look at the issue from various positions according to the given situation, to form an alternative point of view, to express his/her position independently.
1 point  The student has difficulties in expressing his/her position according to the given situation and to defend it.
0 point  The student is unwilling or unable to participate in a role play.
Practice diary keeping - 2 points (evaluates the Head of practice at the end of the practice)
2 -points The student systematically keeps the practice diary, records the data, describes the weekly/daily work done, records the news that the student has learned in the learning process, with the help of relevant examples the student records the achieved results.
1 -point The student satisfactorily keeps the practice diary, records  the data, incompletely describes the weekly/daily work done, the student has difficulties in recording the results achieved with the help of relevant examples.
0 -point-The student is not able or has not kept the practice diary at all and has not written down the practical activities and learning outcomes.

Intermediate pass- 30 points.
The exam includes a quiz - 26 points and a practical task - 4 points.
Each task is evaluated with 4 points,
4 points - knows all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, fully complies the sequence of the procedure provided by the protocol, completes all elements of the procedure without mistakes and in a timely manner.
3 points - knows all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, fully complies the sequence of the procedure provided by the protocol, completes all elements of the procedure in a timely manner, but with non-fundamental mistakes.

2 points- Partially knows all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, incompletely follows the sequence provided by the protocol of the procedure, performs all elements of the procedure in a timely manner, but with non-fundamental mistakes.
1 point - Does not know all the indications and contraindications of the procedure, incompletely follows the sequence provided by the protocol of the procedure, performs all the elements of the procedure in a timely manner, but with fundamental mistakes.

Final exam: combined - oral 20 points and OSCE - 20 points in total - 40 points

The final exam is conducted with an objectively structured clinical examination (OSCE) -20 points
Oral - 20 points. In each ticket, containing the closed questions will be provided 4 closed questions/topics, each closed question/topic will be evaluated with 0-5 points.

Criteria for evaluating a 5-point oral exam:


5 points: The answer is complete; The issue is conveyed accurately and exhaustively; The terminology is followed. The student has a thorough knowledge of the past material provided by the program, has a good mastery of both basic and auxiliary literature, demonstrates a good ability to analyze and generalize.

4 points: The answer is complete but abbreviated; Terminologically correct; The issue is exhaustively conveyed; There are no substantial mistakes; The student is well versed in the past material provided by the program; Has mastered the basic literature, demonstrates the ability to analyze and generalize.

3 points: The answer is incomplete; The issue is satisfactory
conveyed; The terminology is imperfect; The student possesses the material provided by the program, but with a few mistakes noted, the analysis of the issue presented by him is weak.

2 points: The answer is incomplete; The terminology is erroneous and inaccurate; Relevant material on the issue is presented in part; The student has insufficiently mastered the basic literature; Several essential errors are noted. Due to insufficient theoretical training, the student has difficulties in analyzing the material practically and drawing valid conclusions.

1 point: The answer is not perfect; The terminology is not used, or is not relevant; The answer is essentially wrong. Only separate fragments of the relevant material are presented. The student is unable to analyze practical material.


0 point: The answer to the question is not relevant or not given at all.

	Learning Outcomes
	Knowledge and understanding
Upon completion of the practice, the student knows:
- Orders, instructions, sanitary-anti-epidemic regime in the healthcare institution.
- The role and importance of the dentist in providing the qualified and specialized medical care to the population.
- Rules for registration of medical instruments for outpatient admission to the hospital.
- Treatment and diagnostic methods of major dental diseases.
Ability to apply knowledge in practice
Upon completion of the practice in the Therapeutic Stomatology, the student can independently perform the following manual skills:
- Proper use of dental equipment in the dental clinic (under the supervision of the Head of practice);
- Examining the patient and conducting a survey, index assessment of the condition of the oral cavity;
- Diagnosis and substantiation of carious and non-carious lesions of teeth, periodontitis, pulpitis, making prognosis;
- Conducting additional methods of diagnosis of periodontitis, pulpitis, caries and determine the indications;
- Development of an individual treatment plan and prevention;
- Grammatically and correctly filling in the medical documentation of the dental patient (under the supervision of the Head of practice);
- Examining the patient and conducting motivation;
- Selecting the instrument and performing the professional hygiene;
- Preparation of carious cavities taking into account the anatomical-physiological specificities of the hard tissues of the teeth and the dental restorative material to be used;
- Filling of I, II, III, IV, V, IV class carious cavities;
- Final processing of restoration, evaluation of the quality of restoration; 
-
- Determining the working length of the root by X-ray method;
- Selection of tools, processing of canals,
filling by the lateral condensation method and evaluation of filling quality.
Making conclusions
The student can:
- Systematize combine, and analyze the existing indicators of clinical manifestations of diseases, and formulate a summary conclusion, administering the  adequate treatment according to the doctor's prescription;
- Understand and evaluate the complexity of the clinical case, schedule examinations, assist and interpret the results.
communication skill
The student can:
- Communication with the patient;
- Communication with the patient's family members, relatives, colleagues;
- Communication with people with disabilities;
- Communicate with any person regardless of their social, cultural religious or ethnical class; 
- Informing the patient's family, colleagues and other staff;
- Making an oral and written report on the patient's condition;
- Communicating information with colleagues through verbal, written, direct and other means of communication.

1-Identified the tooth on the mannequin, identified the tooth on the positioner, marked the tooth correctly and used the perforator correctly

2. Selecting a clammer for the tooth, adjusting the Rabber Dam system to the tooth

0- could not identify the clammer by any of the indicators
0,5-selected the clammer by 1 or 2 indicators, incorrectly maneuvers with the tongs in the oral cavity, incorrectly fixes the clammer in the gingival fissure

2. Filling with the composite- selection of the instrument, material thickness, polymerization regimen, anatomical form of restoration
0- Failed to perform any of the tasks correctly

2- Correctly selected cutting tools, material thickness 2 mm, polymerization regimen - 20 seconds, restored anatomical shape of the tooth.
