	Assessment system and criteria
	Assessment system of the Tbilisi Humanitarian Teaching University'sis divided into the following components:
The total marks of the mid term Out of the overall assessment (100 points ) is 60 points, which includes three kinds of grades:
Student’s activity during a semester;
One-midterm exam;
final exam
Theminimum competence requirement for mid termevaluation components is at least 11 points in total.
The minimum competence requirement of the final evaluation is 50% of the total mark from final evaluation that means 20 points out of 40.
Evaluation System includes:
 I. Five Forms of Positive Assessment:     
     (A) Excellent – 91% and more from maximum evaluation 
     (B) Very good – 81-90% from maximum evaluation
     (C) Good –  71-80% from maximum evaluation
     (D) Satisfactory – 61-70% from maximum evaluation
     (E) Sufficient –  51-60% from maximum evaluation
     II.   Two Forms of Negative Assessment: 
(A)(FX) Fail (Not passed ) - 41-50 from maximum evaluation score, which means that the student will need to work more and to retake the test after additional independent work;
(B) (F) Fail – A student gets 40 points, or  less from maximum evaluation, which means that the work done by him/her is not sufficient and s/he has to retake the course from  the beginning.  
1. One of the negative assessment: In case of not passing, the University fixes additional exam at least in 5 days, after the announcement of final examination results, which must be published in the examination table.
2. The grades, which student gets after additional test is a student's final grades, in which is not considered the negative points of the major examination.
If a student receives from 0 to 50 points after additional test, in the final exam sheet is formed (F) -0 for the student.

and criteria
	Activities(Participation and  attendance)- maximal  15points
is calculated in accordancewith the level of being active during each  practices, type of activities can be answering questions, participation in discussion, is equal 3 points.
3points -The student is well prepared, the answer is perfect and exhausting, there are no mistakes.
2 points - The student is prepared, the answers are full, but not perfect, there are no essential mistakes,is thoroughly masters basic and additional literature.
1points -The answer is incomplete. Terminology is wrong. The subject matter of the issue is set out in part. There are some essential mistakes.
Presentation – 5 points
5points:an thesis is represented in an electronic form,  presenation is made orally before a group,  thesis is prepared on  the grounds of actual uptodate information, the presentation theme is performed completely,  basic aspects are defined, details provision skills are manifested. A student has used photo and video materials, the presentation is supported with a computer,  references are indicated (textbooks, scientific articles, websites). An oral presentation is successive,  logical thinking, insight into details is shown, a student represents a theme completely, a time schedule is observed.  A student gives answers to questions asked completely, correctly and logically.
4points: the thesis is represented in a handwritten and an electronic form,  presenation is made orally before a group,  essay is prepared on  the grounds of outdated information, the presentation theme describes basic issues, details are not considered, visual materials are not applied,  list of references (manuals, scientific articles, website) is not used properly.  An oral   presentation is less successive,  some elements of logical thinking are manifested, a student fails to represent a theme completely,  time schedule is not observed.  A student fails to answer questions properly. 
3 points: the thesis is represented in written form only, presenation is made orally before a group, when preparing an thesis  insufficent references are used, basic issues are mentioned, details are not discussed, visual materials are not applied,  list of references is not used properly. A student fails to answer questions adequately.  
2  points: the thesis is represented in a handwritten form only, presenation is made orally before a group, essay is prepared on  the grounds of outdated information, when preparing the thesis few references are used, basic issues are not described properly, details are not discussed, visual aids are not applied,  an oral presentation is not successive. A student fails to represent a theme completely, a time schedule is not observed. A student fails to answer questions adequately.  
1points: the thesis is represented in a handwritten form, presenation is made orally before a group, thesis is prepared on  the grounds of lack information, only basic issues are used, , details are not discussed, visual aids are not applied, list of references  is not used properly.  A student fails to answer questions adequately.  
0 point: presentation is not done
